My earnest prayer is
for a local Christian teacher, with a heart
for refugee mission in the area of child
education here.  I pray that local
teachers with a lot of love will be sent for
refugee children who are alienated from
regular education."

As we are already four months into the year,
the ministries of Bible Society have been
progressing well in terms of Bible
Distribution and Bible Translation work. We
now have new and ready stock of Bahasa
Malaysia, Iban, Tamil and Chinese Bibles and
wider variety of Children's books and Bible
Stories. For the Refugees and Migrant
Workers in this country, we have bibles in
their mother tongues too. To equip the
seminaries, theological colleges and Bible
Schools in the country, BSM complements
these organizations with Scholarly Editions to
develop Biblical Languages, such as; texts in
Hebrew, Greek and Latin.

BSM continues its ministry among the
refugees and migrant workers in the country
through partnership with Refugee Schools
and Migrant Ministries.
 
With the opening of borders, Bible
Translation work has resumed fully. BSM in
partnership with churches and other Bible
Agencies in the country are working on Bible
Translation and Revisions in some
indigenous languages such as : Jakun,
Semelai, Temiar, Semai, Jahut, Kayan and
Bukar Sadong. With travel restrictions being
lifted and churches opening up, BSM is also
working on Bible Engagement programmes 
 with indigenous communities.
